Ruby Tello – intern

Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Stanley Laskowski at 11:35 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – Ruby Tello was introduced as an intern.

Discuss and Consider Approval of Minutes of the Previous Meeting – Jennifer made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 17, 2011 meeting, and Darla seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously.

Discuss and Consider Approval of Income and Expense Report – Jennifer presented the expenses showing a balance in the account of $3,635.72.  The March expenses were for the Bigger Event and for lawn care, as well as repairs to the irrigation system.  Alice made a motion to approve the financial statement and Sam seconded.  It carried unanimously.

Discuss and Consider Approval of Registration and Travel Expenses for Jennifer Vela to attend KTB Conference – Stanley provided the board with a breakdown of expenses for the conference.  Sam made a motion to approve KKB paying up to $1,600.00 for Jennifer’s expenses, and Alice seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Discuss and Consider Approval of Providing Financial Support for Recycle Day to be held May 21st – Stanley reported that Mrs. Peterson has asked KKB to again provide the money for printing costs for the Kingsville Recycle Day.  The Girl Scouts will be putting on the event at the Kingsville Recycling Center from 9:00 a.m. until noon.  Alice made a motion to approve up to $125 for these costs and Sam seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Discuss Volunteers to assist with Recycle Day - Stanley said that Mrs. Peterson asked for volunteers from KKB to assist with games and activities at the event.  Eric, Alice, and Darla volunteered.
Discuss and Consider Amendments to the KKB Bylaws – Stanley stated that there are some changes that needed to be made in the bylaws.  In section 5 the change includes removing the Solid Waste Superintendent and adding the Program Coordinator
appointed by the City.  Section 7 under Terms of Office for Directors the change is to remove the wording on removal for four consecutive absences.  A Section 8 will be added under Removal and Resignations to state that directors may be removed by the vote of two-thirds of the Board members present after they have three unexcused absences during any six month period.  In addition, board members must participate in at least one board sponsored project annually.  Alice made a motion to approve the changes in the bylaws as written and Jeanette seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously.

Discuss and Consider Revision of the KKB Equipment Use Guidelines – Stanley reported that he was concerned about the use of the equipment and groups returning things broken and not reporting it.  The boxing club used the trailer to do a project and they bent the trailer hitch.  When KKB needed to use it for the Bigger Event it had to be repaired.  Some discussion went on about charging a deposit or a fee for the use of the equipment, but Sam stated that he felt this would discourage groups from taking on cleanup projects.  He stated that he thought we should have a fund set up to pay for this type of repair.  This item was tabled for more research.
Discuss and Consider Possible Fund Raising Ideas for KKB – Several ideas were discussed – having KKB board members collect with money from passing motorists in boots at the main streets, or hold a community breakfast to support KKB.  Sam, Ken and Alice will form a committee to discuss fund-raising.  Stanley will check on what permits are needed to collect on the streets.
Discuss and Consider Nominations for the “Because You Care Award” – Stanley asked for nominations and the Kingsville Boxing Club was nominated for its work at the church and the Boy Scouts that did the project at Kleberg Park were also nominated.  Alice made a motion to accept these nominations and Sam seconded.  It passed unanimously.

Other Business – Ken stated that the TAMUK athletes would like to continue to do a cleanup project in the Spring and the Fall of each year.  Susan told the group that the Beach Cleanup is scheduled for Saturday, April 30.  

Next Meeting Date Scheduled – The next meeting for KKB will be held on May 19 at 11:30 a.m. at the Recycling Center.
Adjourn – Stanley adjourned the meeting at 12:25 p.m.
