Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Stanley at 11:30 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – Visitors introduced themselves.

Approval of Minutes – The minutes were sent out to the members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Yolanda and seconded by Eddie to approve the minutes as written.  The motion carried unanimously.

Presentation of the Budget –Stanley reported that the copies given to the committee show a balance in the account of $2149.65.  He had asked the city for the balance but expenditures are not shown.  Next month he will have a balance for review.

Discuss and consider the purchase of additional materials to continue the enhancement of the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley stated that he had priced the heavy steel bendable border material to be placed on the beds outside the rock wall on the east side of the garden.  He also priced the 4ft. by 225 ft. mesh weed-control material for those beds.  Susan made a motion to approve Stanley’s purchase of the materials needed to complete this year’s projects at the Xeriscape Garden.  Cate seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Update by Ken Clark on the plan to plant additional oak trees on Kleberg Avenue – Ken stated that the city has completed their plan for this project.  They have scrapped the idea of the tree wells and will purchase Treegators for ease in watering.  The project will cost approximately $2000 and they are requesting financial assistance.

Discuss and Consider Allocation of KKB funds for the Purchase of Trees for Downtown – Eddie made a motion to give the balance of KKB funding for 2010 to the City for the tree planting project.  Darla seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Discuss 2010-2011 Budget for KKB – Stanley reported that after listening to the budget presentations from city staff he recommends that KKB not ask for an increase for the upcoming year.  He suggested that we look at fund-raising ideas to supplement our budget in order to complete next year’s projects.

Discuss Future Maintenance Cost for the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley met with Dennis and he is interested in continuing this project for next year.  The cost is about $300 per month.  The Downtown Merchants’ Association have stated they will assist with that cost, but not sure at what amount.

Receive and Consider Nominations for the “Because You Care Award” –Alice nominated the NAS Kingsville Jr. Enlisted Association for this month’s award.  They worked two days on the rock garden in front of the Chamber of Commerce.  Susan made a motion to approve this nomination and Roland seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Other Business –E.J. Sevedra from TAMUK stated that next Saturday, August 28th, is community service day for the fraternity.  He has about 50 volunteers that are looking for a project.  Susan agreed to find some work at the parks for part of them and Cate agreed to supervise some at the Xeriscape garden.  The kick-off will be at 10:00 a.m.  Juan Guerra from NAS Kingsville asked if anyone knew who owned the building where the Women’s Shelter is.  His group would like to work on the Cactus our front and possibly do some painting inside.  Susan reported that 29 soldiers will be coming into the area for a fishing tournament on September 9 & 10.  This is part of the Wounded Warrior Program and she is asking for everyone to get people to line up on highway 77 to cheer them on as they drive through Kingsville.  She will send out an email on the project.  Stanley reported that the National Guard will be arriving this weekend.  They plan to demolish 30 houses while they are in Kingsville for 10 days.

Schedule Next KKB Meeting – The next meeting for KKB is scheduled for September 16th at 11:30 a.m. at the Recycling Center.

Adjournment – Stanley adjourned the meeting at 12:30 p.m.
