Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Stanley Laskowsi at 11:34 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – The guests introduced themselves.
Approval of Minutes – Dianne made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 18 meeting.  The motion was seconded by Eddie and carried unanimously.
Discuss and Consider the Submission of a Grant Application – Alice reported that the Keep Texas Beautiful grant application is again available.  The deadline is Feb. 8, 2011.  The committee needs to meet and begin work on the grant.  Alice has spoken to  Darla about putting together the pictures from 2010 and Dianne will work with Susan on the educational component.  If anyone else is interested in assisting they can contact Stanley or Alice.
Appoint Committee to Assist with the Grant Application – Volunteers to serve on the committee were Dianne, Darla, Dennis and Alice.  Stanley also volunteered for the committee.
Update on Tree Planting for Downtown – Ken Clark reported that the tree planting will take place on February 22.  Five Mexican Olive trees will be planted by the AT&T building on 8th street.  Three large live oak trees will be planted behind the loading docks at H-E-B on 10th street.  Some Cedar Elms will also be planted along the north side of Kleberg Street.  Additional trees will be planted as the plans are developed. They will also be sending four of the city crew to Brownsville to be trainned on the maintenance of these trees.  Dennis stated that he would like to purchase two trees to be planted at the Xeriscape Garden in honor of Tim Zahn and Whitley Lowrie.  Mr. Salvador Alemany, from the Texas Forest Service addressed the group.  He explained that he is working with the city to make sure that the correct trees for our climate are chosen.  He spoke about a Tabebuia tree that is a yellow flowering version that would look good along King Street by the post office.  Ken Clark also spoke about the additional parking for downtown that is being planned on Yoakum.  The City is planning to apply for a $150,000 main street grant for this project.  
Discuss and Consider KKB accepting donations that are earmarked for the Kleberg Ave Beautification/Tree Planting Project – Not needed now.
Discuss and Consider Contribution to the Kleberg Ave Beautification/Tree Planting Project – Sam made a motion that KKB donate $500 to the tree planting project.  Dennis seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Elect Board of Directors for the New Calendar Year – Seven members of the board are up for renewal this year.  Sam and Yolanda both agreed to serve another term.  There was discussion about attendance and commitment to the board.  Alice will send out attendance letters to those with more than three absences.  She will also send out emails to those up for renewal to find out if they wish to continue.  Sam made a motion to accept Leo Sanchez, manager at Lowe’s, to replace Rahman Moes on the board.  Dianne seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  The full slate of board members and officers will we voted on at the January meeting.
Receive and Consider Nominations for the “Because You Care Award” – Two nominations for this award were received this month.  Alice made a motion to give the award to Sam Fugate for his new office and Dennis seconded the motion.  Dianne made a motion to give the award to the Chamber of Commerce and Sam seconded the motion.  Both motions carried unanimously.  The awards will be given at the first Commissioners meeting in January 2011.
