Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Stanley at 11:30 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – Stanley introduced Eric Soliz and Ken, Naim and Bob from the City.

Approval of Minutes – The minutes were sent out to the members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Darla and seconded by Yolanda to approve the minutes as written.  The motion carried unanimously.

Presentation of the Budget –Stanley reported that Dianne was at a workshop, but he had gotten the account balance from the City as $3353.00.  There are a few items left to be paid for, but the remainder needs to be spent by September 30.  We will have a report on the budget at our next meeting.  A motion was made by Alice and seconded by Jeanette to accept the budget report as stated.  The motion carried unanimously.

Discuss request for a project to be completed by the Junior Enlisted Men of NAS Kingsville – Stanley asked Eric to report what his group was about.  Eric stated that he had 91 sailors in the junior enlisted group and they are looking for a project or projects for community service.  He stated that they were having a meeting today and that he would suggest that they work with KKB on their project at the Xeriscape Garden for one of their projects.  Stanley will get Eric’s email address and let him know what needs to be done.  He thanked Eric for coming to the meeting and for wanting to assist the community.

Discuss and consider the purchase of additional materials to continue the enhancement of the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley stated that this item would be passed up for this month until we know exactly what our balance of funds are.

Update on the Status of the Sign for the Xeriscape Garden – Johnny showed the sign to the committee and stated that he had everything finished except for the logos from KKB, The City of Kingsville and TAMUK.  It will be installed next week.

Update on meeting with the Downtown Business committee regarding possible financial assistance to maintain the grounds at the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley reported that Cate met with two employees of the Saddle Shop, Kristine and Robin, about getting some bids on the mowing and weed removal on a monthly basis.  Better Lawns gave us a bid of $785 to put down the bricks borders and the weed material.  They also gave a bid of $385 per month for maintenance.  Dennis reported that he has been doing this job and that it takes quite a bit of time.  He explained that he does not want to take it on permanently, but will continue for another couple of months until a permanent solution is found.  He stated that we need to plan on between $250 and $300 per month.

Presentation by Ken Clark of the plan to plant additional oak trees on Kleberg Avenue – Ken stated that a study is being done by the city to plant between 12 and 15 trees along Kleberg Avenue in the downtown area.  The cost for this project is approximately $2000.  This includes the trees, root guard and a watering tank for the city truck to maintain the trees.  They are asking for some financial assistance from KKB for the project.  There will be more information on the project at our next meeting.

Discuss and Consider Removing Anthony Court from the Board for non attendance – Stanley stated that Alice had sent Anthony a letter and he had sent an email with no response from Anthony.  He recommended that Anthony be removed so that a more active member could be added.  Alice made a motion and Darla seconded to remove Anthony from the board.  The motion carried unanimously.

Discuss and Consider Nominations to fill the Term of Anthony Court on the Board –Stanley reported that he had talked to Eddie Aguilera from the Convention & Visitors about our board.  Eddie is interested in getting involved with KKB.  A motion was made by Dennis and seconded by Darla to accept Eddie Aguilera to this board position.  The motion carried unanimously.

Discuss Trash-Off Day – Stanley reported that the Trash-Off was cancelled due to lack of volunteers.  The City wants to reschedule it.  Stanley will notify the KKB board of the date.
Update on the status of the relocation of the pergola at the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley has been in contact with the man about this project.  He has shown him where to place the pergola and will follow up with him.
 
Receive and Consider Nominations for the “Because You Care Award” – Stanley recommended that the pastor from The Church of Christ, Matt Pearson, be nominated for the award.  He put together the team of young people from Houston that worked three days in the Xeriscape Garden.  Johnny made a motion to approve this nomination and Alice seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Other Business – Jeanette commented that there is a lack of code enforcement (trash, high grass and junk cars) at the area around the Douglas Center.  She also stated that the painting labor for the Douglas Center project had been cut from the budget.  She asked for volunteers to assist with the painting.  Stanley stated that when they are ready he would send our emails to get volunteers.  Dennis asked if the board had considered planting trees at the north end of the Xeriscape Garden.  Stanley said that the area to the north belongs to the City and they have not decided how to use it.  He suggested that the rubber tree root be pulled up and a tree planted there and possibly one at the north end of the existing garden.

Schedule Next KKB Meeting – The next meeting for KKB is scheduled for August 19th at 11:30 a.m. at the Recycling Center.

Adjournment – Stanley adjourned the meeting at 12:25 p.m.
