Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Stanley Laskowski at 11:32 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – There were no new guests at the meeting.

Discuss and Consider Approval of the Minutes of the Previous Meeting – Susan made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 20, 2011, meeting, and Roland and Pam seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously.

Update on Grant Application to Keep Texas Beautiful – Alice reported that the grant had been submitted and we have received confirmation from KTB.  Stanley thanked everyone who worked on the grant and stated that the communities that receive 90 or above will be listed on the KTB website on March 25, 2011.  Susan stated that we should put the KTB decals on our trailer and use the “Don’t Mess With Texas” materials at events.  Stanley also reported that the quarterly Trash-off events are still on hold due to the violation notice from TCEQ.

Update on Tree Planting for Downtown by Ken Clark and Naim Khan – Stanley reported that the tree planting will take place on February 28th.  Ken arrived late but reported that the trees have been ordered, the locations have been prepared, and the work will be started on time.  
Update on Donations Received that are Earmarked for the Kleberg Avenue beautification/tree planting project - Stanley asked Ken about the expenditures of money and Ken reported that the $1500 in donations and the $500 from KKB had been recorded by the City.  He stated that there was an additional $500 in donations that had not yet been to the Commissioners for approval.  Stanley will keep track of what goes out of the account for KKB.

Update Board regarding KTB’s decision to place KKB on probation and City’s appointment of a new Coordinator – Stanley reported that when working on the grant it was discovered that the City had been put on probation since the dues had not been paid since 2008.  The dues have now been paid and the City appointed Jennifer Vela as the new coordinator.  Stanley will ensure that the report which is due March 11, 2011, is filed.

Consider Resignation of Carol Ann Anderson from the KKB Board – Stanley stated that he had visited with Carol Ann and that she wished to retire from the board.  Alice made a motion to approve her resignation and Susan seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Consider the Appointment of Eric Soliz to fill the unexpired term of Carol Ann which will expire on 12/31/14 – Stanley asked Eric if he was willing to serve on the Board and he stated that as long as he is serving at NAS – Kingsville he would be glad to.  Susan made a motion to nominate Eric and Roland seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Update on Placement of the Benches in the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley reported that he had been approached by an Eagle Scout who was looking for a project.  He is willing to pour the slab to secure the benches we purchased for the garden.  He is working on the plan to present to his committee and plans to begin the project sometime in the first or second week of March.

Discuss Future Plans for Mowing of the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley reported that he had talked to Dennis and he does not want to continue to mow and weed the garden.  Stanley will entertain bids for the work.  Alice stated that she would call lawn services that were members to get bids as well.

Discuss the Bigger Event scheduled for March 26th and seek Commitments from Board Members to Assist with the Coordination of Volunteers for the Event – Dustin reported that they hope to have 500 volunteers.  All of the Greek Associations are participating as well as athletes.  Stanley reported that we have work that needs to be done at the Xeriscape Garden – putting down the weedmat, laying pavers, and finishing brickwork.  He asked for volunteers from the KKB board to assist with organizing the student volunteers.  A schedule will be discussed at our next meeting.

Receive and Consider Nominations for the “Because You Care Award” – There were no nominations received.

Other Business – Stanley reported that a group of KISD athletes worked over the weekend to paint one of the churches in the African-American community.  He assisted them in getting the paint at cost.  Glenn Jones, Community Liaison with NAS-Kingsville has requested an Adopt-A-Spot on Truan Blvd.  Eric stated that his group has been working on that area already.  Susan reported that she is working with John Perez from the Boys & Girls Club to promote the “Waste in Place” curriculum for the kids at the club.
