Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Stanley Laskowski at 11:33 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – Bob Trescott and Zachary Michalk, from the City of Kingsville introduced themselves, as did Debbie Branstetter from Coastal Bend College.
Discuss and Consider Approval of Minutes of the Previous Meeting – Sam made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 21, 2011 meeting, and Darla seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously.

Discuss and Consider Approval of Income and Expense Report – Jennifer was not in attendance so no report was given.
Discuss and Consider the Resignation of Cory Hinojosa from the Board – Stanley reported that Cory had sent in her resignation.  She has several large projects going on at work and does not have time to serve.  She will continue to support KKB.  Alice made a motion to accept Cory’s resignation and Dennis seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Discuss and Consider Approval of the appointment of Norma Hernandez to fill the unexpired term of Leo Sanchez – Stanley reported that he had visited with Norma and as she is now the store manager she will make a good board member.  Sam made a motion to approve Norma for the term of Leo Sanchez and Cate seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Discuss and consider authorizing the purchase of a plaque to recognize Cate Simpson for her dedicated service to KKB – Stanley reported that Cate will be leaving in August and that the board needs to recognize her for all of her work with KKB and the Xeriscape Garden.  Alice made a motion to approve the expense of a plaque and Darla seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Update on Fund Raising Ideas for KKB – Sam had no report but will get his committee together to come up with some ideas.  Stanley reported that he had talked to Rose from the Saddle Shop and she was to get with Butch to see if they can help with the cost of yard maintenance at the Xeriscape Garden.
Discuss and Consider Possible Upgrades to Xeriscape Irrigation System  - Stanley reported that we have some issues with the original system and its controllers which have to be individually programmed.  He met with Mike Webb and for a cost of $1338 a wireless controller can be installed.  Mike has agreed to do the install for free.  KKB (Stanley) will need to do some changes to two of the controllers to connect them to existing valves.  Alice made a motion to authorize Stanley to purchase the system and Cate seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Discussion regarding fundraising for this project followed.
Discuss and Consider Nominations for the “Because You Care Award” – Stanley asked for nominations.  Roland showed pictures of the 83,000 plastic bags that the students from Harvey Elementary brought in for Earth Day.  Sam made a motion to nominate Harvey School for the “Because You Care Award” and Alice seconded.  It passed unanimously.  The award will be given at the first Commissioners meeting in June.
Other Business – Bob Trescott announced to the group that the Texas Main Street Team will be in town on May 31 – June 2.  They will meet with various groups to see where we are on our plan.  The open meeting for the general public will be held on May 31 from 5:00 p.m. until 7:00 p.m.  Stanley reminded everyone that the annual Kingsville Recycle Day is this Saturday, May 21, from 9:00 a.m. until noon.  Debbie Branstetter addressed the group about Kid’s College at Coastal Bend College scheduled for June 6th through June 30th.  The topic this year is “Going Green.”  Several members gave her suggestions for resources.  Stanley also reported that he had spoken with Dr. Santaella regarding the Farmers Market project.  She feels she has a possible grant for the project to begin next year.  She will make a presentation at our next meeting.
