Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Stanley Laskowski at 11:35 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – There were no new guests at the meeting.

Discuss and Consider Approval of the Minutes of the Previous Meeting –Yolanda made a motion to approve the minutes from the February 17, 2011, meeting, and  Rolando seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously.

Discuss and Consider Approval of Income and Expense Report – Stanley reported that the report that was passed out was a look at the expenses for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2010.  It shows a balance in the account of $6,568.35.  There is one pending item for $22.20.  Yolanda made a motion to approve the financial report and Cate seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Update on Tree Planting for Downtown – Stanley reported that 17 trees were planted at the end of February.  The gators have arrived and will be installed to keep them watered.  Four of the trees were planted in the Xeriscape Garden. 

Discuss and Consider Approval of a Lawn Care Service to Mow the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley reported that he had received on bid from Coastal Bend Lawn Care at $80 per service.  Darla made a motion for Stanley to negotiate the service, Cate seconded, and the motion carried unanimously. 

Discuss the Bigger Event Scheduled for March 26th and Seek Commitments from Board Members to Assist with the Coordination of Volunteers for the Event – Stanley reported that the Bigger Event will take place on Saturday, March 26 from 8:00 a.m. until 12:00 noon.  The following board members volunteered:  Stanley, Alice, Cate, Jeanette, Rolando and Dennis.  Darla also volunteered to take pictures at the various locations.

Update on Plant Installation at the Xeriscape Garden and Volunteers to Water New Plants until Established – Stanley reported that he had taken a Xeriscape gardening class in Corpus Christi, and had gotten a listing of heat tolerant plants for the garden.  He worked with Cate to develop the plan and has purchased, at cost from Lowes, over 250 plants (39 species) to be planted during the Bigger Event.  Dennis suggested the National Honor Society young people for the watering of the new plants.  They need community service hours and this would be an easy project for them.  He will coordinate the project.  Cate also volunteered to change the batteries on the irrigation system to get it ready for the warmer weather.

Discuss Affiliate Requirements for ”Good Standing” with KTB – Stanley reported that Jennifer had researched the affiliate status requirements from KTB.  A copy of these including “Good Standing”  “Silver Star” and “Gold Star” were passed out to the committee.  Stanley suggested that the board members look at them and that we strive to move up our status.

Receive and Consider Nominations for the “Because You Care Award” – There were no nominations received.

Other Business – Stanley reported that he had spoken to the Garden Club and that someone had mentioned that KKB had a good website but the minutes and pictures were out-of-date.  Darla will look at uploading new pictures, especially from the Bigger Event, and will also upload the current minutes, keeping only one year.  Eric reported that his group of enlisted men had cleaned up the area around the baseball fields at Kleberg Park.
