Ken Oliver – new AD at TAMUK

Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Stanley at 11:33 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – Scott introduced Ken Oliver, the new Athletic Director at the university.  He asked if he needed to resign officially, and Stanley stated that he could do that by letter.  The committee will consider his resignation and Ken’s nomination at the next meeting.  No other guests were present.

Approval of August Minutes – Sam made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 20, 2009 meeting as presented, Anthony seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.

Presentation of the Budget – Dianne reported that we will end the year with $20.85.  The delivery of the final purchases from Lowes is scheduled.  The benches for the Xeriscape Garden were shown to the committee and will be installed soon.  All purchases have been made.  Sam reported that the budget for the next year has been raised to $7500.   A motion was made by Sue to accept the budget as presented, seconded by Susan, and passed unanimously.

Update from the Graffiti Removal Committee – Sam reported that he had visited with Cheryl and that they were waiting for cooler weather to begin work.  Sam asked that people report to him of places where there is graffiti that needs to be removed.  Stanley stated that all reporting needs to be coordinated with Rick Salinas at the police department.  He also asked that a report be made at the next KKB meeting.

Discuss and Consider Approval of the Sign for the Xeriscape Garden – Cate has not heard from Johnny Macareno about the design.  She will call him on the progress.  Stanley stated that he had visited with Johnny to remind him of the meeting and that he had mentioned the sign.  There should be a report for the next KKB meeting.

Update on “Operation Paintbrush” scheduled for October – Rev. Chuck Miller, pastor at First Presbyterian Church, has told Stanley the Ministerial Alliance will be handling the project.  Sue dropped off the folder with the information and the names of five families to Rev. Miller.  Dianne will contact him to let him know what supplies are available for donation.  Cliff from Valspar has again agreed to donate paint; however, Sue stated that Sherwin Williams had agreed to donate 20 gallons of paint.  Stanley told anyone who wanted to volunteer to speak with Rev. Miller.

Report from the Committee to meet with Postmaster – Sam reported that he had met with the Asst. Postmaster and had told him of our concerns.  He told him that he was going to talk to Congressman Ortiz’s office to get some help.  So far nothing has been done.  Committee members discussed the lack of funding for the postal service and about going back into the area and cleaning it up with plastic and mulch.  Stanley stated that we need a commitment from them to keep it up.  Sam will follow up with the Postmaster.  Sue and Alice volunteered to go with him if needed.

Discuss the City of Kingsville’s next Trash-Off Day – Stanley reported that the next Trash-off day is scheduled for Saturday, October 17.  He asked for volunteers.  Scott will work with Ken to round up student athletes.  Dustin, Cate and Sam will be attending the Leadership conference at TAMUK on Saturday and will discuss this event with the clubs and organizations.

Discuss the submission of a grant application to the King Ranch for funding a project by KKB – Cate received a memo from the King Ranch and Dr. Rasmussen to funnel all requests for items or monies from the Ranch through Fred Bryant.  The deadline for requests is tomorrow.  There was discussion about various projects.  Cate will get clarification on the funding and will develop a project.  Dianne made a motion for Cate to proceed, Sam seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
Discuss “Adopt-A-Spot” recognition – Jennifer reported that the Lasar School will be the site of the ceremony hosted by the City of Kingsville on September 30 at 10:00 a.m.  They have completed the application process to be an adopted spot.
Stanley stated that the Adopt-A-Spot program is done through the City of Kingsville.  KKB’s role is to support their efforts.  He suggested that the KKB board members attend if possible.

Discuss possible contact for “Operation Senior Citizen” – Jennifer reported that she does not get many calls from seniors on this; however, she has one lady who has received a code violation that has called her for assistance.  She gave her an extension, but needs some help on getting the trash from her alley removed.  Cheryl Cain is our contact on this project, but Jennifer has been unable to reach the person Cheryl put in charge.  Susan stated that if Jennifer would give her the information she could get her guys to pick up the stuff for the next Trash-Off day.  Stanley stated that we need a procedure put in place to take care of these situations.  He will contact Cheryl or give Jennifer her number.

Discuss and Consider participation in the City of Kingsville’s Halloween Carnival – Jennifer reported that the City’s Halloween Carnival is scheduled for Friday, October 30 from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m.  The committee did not feel that they would be able to commit to this project, so Susan volunteered to get bags from Dianne to give out for the trick or treat candies.

Discuss and Consider establishing a committee to coordinate volunteers for litter collection – Sam volunteered to chair this committee and coordinate the volunteers and choose the locations.  Alice made the motion to approve Sam to chair this committee, Anthony seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Discuss and consider beautification project at KISD “Lasar School” – Alice brought up that the building to the west of the Lasar School is an eyesore.  When the MLK ceremony was video-taped, the broken windows were prominent.  Dianne made a motion for Alice to discuss this situation with Emilio Castro, Susan seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Receive and Consider nominations for the “Because You Care Award” – Stanley reported that two nominations were made by Jennifer.  They are Pueblo Tire and Anita Perez.  Susan made a motion to accept these nominations, Dianne seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  Stanley stated that the presentations would be made on Monday, September 28, at 6:00 p.m.  He encouraged all KKB board members to attend.

Set the Date for the next KKB meeting – The next KKB meeting will be held on October 15th at 11:30 p.m. at the Kingsville Recycling Center.

Other Business – Dianne reported that she was asked to speak at the Morning Rotary Club meeting on October 8th.  She wanted to know if she should talk about recycling or KKB.  Stanley suggested she talk on recycling and mention KKB and its role.  Dianne also asked about reprinting the KKB booklets.  Dianne and Jennifer will update the information and get costs for the printing.  Stanley stated that Darla will now be managing the KKB website.  She will get the new pictures up that have been taken.  He also talked to Cate and Darla about taking pictures of the trailer and contents to create a slide show for the Leadership event on Saturday.  That way the volunteers will know what equipment is available when they adopt a spot to work on.  He brought attention to the copies of the thank you note from Hannah Peterson so the members could read it.
