Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Alice Byers at 11:35 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – Alice introduced Ken Clark.

Approval of Minutes – Due to the lack of a quorum, the minutes of October 21, 2010, were not acted upon.

Discuss and Consider the Submission of a Grant Application – Alice reported that the Keep Texas Beautiful grant application is again available.  The deadline is Feb. 8, 2011.
