Call to Order- The meeting was called to order by Stanley Lawkowski at 11:32 am.

Discuss and Consider Approval of Minutes of the Previous Meeting- Yolanda made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 15, 2011, and Darla seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Discuss and Consider Approval of Income and Expense Report- Jennifer was not there so no report was given.

Darla made the motion to approve money for a half page ad for Market Day, Susan seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
