Call to Order – The meeting was called to order by Stanley at 11:33 a.m.

Introduction of Guests – Erick Soliz was the only visitor.

Approval of Minutes – The minutes were sent out to the members prior to the meeting.  A motion was made by Yolanda and seconded by Cory to approve the minutes as written.  The motion carried unanimously.

Update regarding the planting of the oak tree by the Women’s Club – Stanley reported that the Women’s Club had purchased the tree and that Fox Nursery would be planting it on Monday, the 24th.  He reported that he would like to look at some plans for a surround that would incorporate a bench for the tree.

Update regarding additional financial contributions to assist with the maintenance of the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley stated that he had talked Rose Morales regarding  the Downtown Merchants sharing the cost of the maintenance for the garden.  They have agreed, along with Butch’s Restaurant to assist with $600 per year.  This should cover a couple of month’s worth of maintenance.  These funds will be received at the first of the year.

Discuss the future Development of the area north of the Xeriscape Garden – Stanley reported that Dr. Monica Santaella from TAMUK had met with the City  staff and the Staff made a recommendation to the Commission to approve the use of the land for a Farmer’s Market.  The Commission approved the concept.  She has submitted a grant for funding to Pepsico and is waiting to hear back.  Yolanda reported that the State is working on rules & regulations regarding farmers’ markets that should be available soon.

Discuss and consider possible contribution for materials and coordination of volunteers to paint the shuttered gas station next to “Hall of Frames” – Alice explained that Sarah Zahn had talked to her prior to Tim’s accident about looking for volunteers to paint the building in front of their business.  Since the accident, they are unable to complete the purchase of the paint, so possibly KKB could take it on as a project.  Susan made a motion to have herself and Alice coordinate the purchase of materials and arrange for the volunteers once Sarah approves the project.  She also moved to allow up to $250 for the cost of the project.  Yolanda seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Discuss and consider KKB’s participation in Halloween event sponsored by the City – Jennifer reported that the KHDDA and the City are again sponsoring the Safe Trick or Treating on Friday, October 29.  She asked for support from KKB by contributions or hosting a booth.  It was suggested that Susan get copies of the color book that was available from the Recycling program to give out.  Darla made a motion to allow up to $100 for printing of the book and Alice seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously.

Discuss and consider filling the unexpired term of Rahman Moes – Stanley reported that he had talked to Norma at Lowes about the management position not being filled yet.  He would like to hold the position on the board open for the manager, but would like to extend it to Norma for the interim.  Susan made a motion to have Stanley offer the position to Norma and Cory seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously. 

Discuss Possible Workday for Xeriscape Garden – Stanley reported that the garden looks really good right now due to the work done by the students and the NAS Kingsville group, as well as regular mowing by Dennis’s workers.  The brick needs to be completed on the walkways, the weed barrier needs to be completed and the mulch needs to be laid down.  The first Saturday in November (6th) was selected.  We will work from 8:00 a.m. until noon.  Susan volunteered to provide water for the volunteers.  Erick will work on getting volunteers.

Receive and Consider Nominations for the “Because You Care Award” – No nominations were received this month.

Other Business – No other business was discussed.

Schedule Next KKB Meeting – The next meeting for KKB is scheduled for November 18 at 11:30 a.m. at the Recycling Center.
